FLAMES 
 
MATERIALS:                                                   
4” BY 4” #18 Mono Canvas Iridescent 
2 yards of V613 Petite Very Velvet 
1 yard Watercolours (Pine Forrest) 
½ yard #12 Braid 002V 
½ yard 1/16” Ribbon 002V 
 

“May the warm glow of Flickering Flames brings

STEP 1:  Following the chart below count up from the centre bottom 22 mesh.  Begin work on 
centre candle.  Work all three candles in slanted Gobelin using Petite Very Velvet. 

 
 
STEP 2:  stitch the Flames in #12 Braid.  Always go into the centre stitch so that all stitches will fit 
nicely in place. 
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STEP 3:  The Christmas ornaments are worked in 1/16” Ribbon.  Use a laying tool to keep the 
threads straight with no twists. 

 
 
STEP 4:  Following the chart below work the leaves using 1 ply of Watercolours.  There are many 
variety of counts to give the leaves a realistic look. 
 
STEP 5:  French Knots are placed randomly.  The large dots are suggested places for the French 
Knots.  Use Petite Very Velvet and wrap once around the needle. 
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
